More Students Seek Nuclear Degrees 

Research among college engineering students has shown 
that the prospect of building new plants is the “single most 
important factor in attracting new talent to the nuclear energy 
industry,” a senior industry representative has said. Nuclear 
Energy Institute Vice President Angie Howard told the American 
Nuclear Society’s training and education conference on Feb. 5  
that social responsibility, creativity and learning opportunities 
are among the priorities young people seek in a career.  

Howard acknowledged that the nuclear industry has “a 
looming workforce crisis” with the average age of employees in 
the industry being 48 years old. However, she said prospects of 
attracting young people into the industry were high, pointing out 
that membership of the North America Young Generation 
Nuclear is more than 2,600 – an increase of 148 percent over 
the past two years. 

Howard said that since 1980, the number of university 
nuclear engineering programs has fallen from 65 to just 29 
active programs. “But those 29 are seeing tremendous growth in 
enrollment, and the number of nuclear engineering graduates at 
the Bachelor of Science level has jumped from 625 in 2000 to 
more than 1,700 in 2006, an increase of 172 percent,” she said.
